This instrument is mainly found among the Kalenjin. Its resonator is made
of a wooden box and is rectangular in shape. The instrument has six strings each
with its traditional name starting from the lowest in pitch as follows:

— Boiyoit: old man

— Nerube boiyot; following boiyot

— WNamba ang uan: number four

— N ambasomok: number three

— Nerube Kkiptililiet: following kiptililiet
